


Module Specific Features Managing Your Profile

1. Module Protein Browsers

Browse all proteins in a module by clicking
on the Browser tab. Example: enter the
UPS Browser

From here you can browse the UPS Protein Tree
and select a protein record to view by clicking
the + signs in front of the terms to open them
up. Example: Find SUMO3_Human

Tip: You can also compile lists of all the
Proteins with Target Assessments from this
browser — both those associated with a

specific disease and those with a specially
commissioned review. Just click the relevant
links in the drop-down menu.

2. Exporting Reports to PDF

The Protein Assessment: Reviews and specially
commissioned Review Articles in each module
are available for export to PDf for easy printing.
2a. To export a Target Assessment: Review

click "Target Assessment’ in the left hand menu
bar once you are in the Review:

Then click the PDf icon that appears in the
middle of the page.

2b. To export a Review Article go to the

section once you are in a Review
Article (in the left hand menu bar) and then
click the icon in the middle of the page.
3. Exporting Tables to Excel

Most tables in a module are xportable to Excel.
Simply scross to the bottom of the table and

click

The whole table will be exported — not just the
records shown on the first page.

However a sorted table will export just the data
that is being shown.

Example: Export a list of targets associate
with the rheumatoid arthritis in the UPS
module.

1. Enter the UPS module

2. Click

3. Select ‘Disease’ from the ‘Filter’ menu and
select ‘Arthritis, Rheumatoid”

4. Click the ‘Export” icon at the foot of the table

5. Excel spreadsheet opens

4. Disease Specific Tracking

TPdb allows you to track just the references on
one protein/disease pairing.

Example: Track new references on SOCS2_
Human and Ovarian Neoplams

1. Click the ‘Module’ tab across the top and
select "UPS”

2. Select the ‘Protein Browser' Tab

3. Filter by ‘Target’ and select 'SOCS2_Human’

4. Tick the ‘Turn on’ box in the TPdb Tracker
Select the second radio button to indicate ‘+
checked items’

5. Choose the desired email frequency using the
drop-down menu in the TPdb Tracker

6. Tick the Track box on the Ovarian Neoplasm line

5. Sorting a Table

Click the table headings to sort by that critera.
Once you've sorted by that criteria that heading
turns grey in the table.

This table is sorted by Status

1. Remember details upon log in and set a
bookmark

Check this box with your username and
password entered and in future bypass the
log in step on your computer. You can even
bookmark selected pages.

2. Forgot your password?

From the log in page click ‘Forgotten
password’.. Your password will automatically

be reset and a temporary password sent to the
email address you used to register your account.

3. Change your Password

You can either change a temporary reset
password to something you will easily
remember or you can change your password
for security reasons at any time. Once logged in
click ‘edit’ next to your name on the upper right
hand side of the page.

The ‘Edit your profile details’ page will open.
Scroll down to the box labeled ‘password'.
Delete the charactors and type in what you
would like your password to be.

Scroll to the bottom of the page and click the

button.
